
FEES 

Most couples feel  anxious about the fees. But at St Anne’s we do not ask for a 
deposit. In fact you do not have to pay anything until the rehearsal, a few 
days before the wedding. However, we do ask you to bring along the fees 
then! And as various people need to be paid on the day of the wedding, we 
ask you to bring the fees IN CASH, enclosed in separate labelled envelopes.  If 
you wish to pay by cheque, the cheque is requested a month before the                 
wedding made payable to ‘The Revd. David Gilmore’. Also, please check your 
payments  carefully: it is embarrassing all round if the fees are wrong. 

There are two types of fees which apply to your wedding, Statutory fees and 
Local fees. The Clergy will explain these to you in detail when you meet, and 
the fees for the current year can be found on the insert to this leaflet. 

FLOWERS 

Please make  separate arrangements for flowers.  Sometimes it may be                        
possible to share costs with another couple if there is more than one wedding 
on the same day.   

 VIDEOS & PHOTOGRAPHY 

St Anne’s Church and the Chapel of St Barnabas are  primarily the house of 
God, and videos have usually been found to be intrusive at weddings. Families 
are not allowed to photograph or video the religious ceremony. If you wish to 
discuss a professional video being made of the wedding please speak to Fr 
David prior to booking this. .

Getting married in Soho?                           

Congratulations!  You are getting married!
Worship has been offered to God on this site 
since Bishop Henry Compton consecrated the 
original Church in 1686.                                 

On the evening of 24th September 1940 the 
Church building received a direct hit from a 
bomb during the height of the London blitz. 
Although St. Anne's Church Tower, which 
dates from 1803, remained intact the body of 
the Church was burnt out.  

After a long struggle the foundation stone of 
the new St. Anne's was laid by HRH, the                            
Princess Royal on 12th March 1990. The 

Church was re-dedicated and the site opened for use on St. Anne's Day, 26th 
July, 1991. 

The small church is utterly different from its predecessor. It can be varied in 
size to meet different needs, from those of a tiny group engaged in quiet 
prayer to a family wishing to hold an elaborate memorial service to the Parish 
School Christmas service. 

The Church is set within a Community Centre as a sign of its prayerful                        
presence in the diverse community that is Soho today. The Church contains 
stained glass designed by students from the St. Martin's School of Art and an 
unusual crucifix which, along with candlesticks and a font were a gift from a 
German family. The crucifix, candlesticks and font were created by Thomas 
Duttenhoefer, a highly acclaimed artist from Darmstadt, Germany. His work is 
able to contain pain and hope, and death and resurrection, as does the

INTERVIEWS 

Couples will normally meet with the minister who will be marrying them twice 
before the wedding rehearsal. 

The first interview is a simple ‘nuts and bolts’ session, when your details will 
be taken and the wedding date and time confirmed.  The fees will be ex-
plained to you, along with the arrangements for the calling of Banns (see 
below).  

The second interview involves looking together through the words of the 
Marriage Service. This enables you to think about relationship issues and 
what is meant by Christian commitment.  Most couples find this a very mean-
ingful part of their preparation. 

The wedding rehearsal, a few days before the wedding, helps you to become 
used to the building and to what will happen on the day.  Normally others 
who will be involved, such as the bride’s father, the best man and brides-
maids, will also attend. By this time everyone is feeling a little nervous, but 
also quite excited.! Weddings are enjoyable ς honest ! 

BANNS 

Banns, a declaration of intention to marry, are a legal requirement in the 
Church of England.  Your banns will be read in St Anne’s Church on three con-
secutive Sundays before the wedding takes place (normally two months be-
fore the wedding). 

If one of you is from a different parish, then your banns must be called in that 
parish as well.  It is your responsibility to arrange for this to happen.  There is 
an extra fee, payable to the other parish (details are in the separate Fees              
Insert). 

You must present to the Priest who is marrying you, a Certificate stating that 
your banns have been read in that other parish.  Without this, the wedding 
cannot go ahead. So it’s really important! 

ORDER OF SERVICE 

We strongly recommend that you arrange to have a printed order of service 
including the words of your hymns. It saves unnecessary books on the day. 
The Rector will give you a sample copy for you to follow for your guidance, 
including: 

The opening organ Voluntary 

1st Hymn (full text) 

The New Testament Reading (Bible ref, eg ‘1 Corinthians 13’) 

The Address 

The Marriage 

2nd Hymn (full text) 

The Prayers 

[3rd Hymn (full text) – optional] 

The Signing of the Registers 

Final Voluntary 

Please note:  We must advise couples that copyright license now applies to 
the publication of words in orders of service, and that they should check with 
the publishers of the hymns they intend to use. 

MUSIC 

The organ at the Chapel of St Barnabas does not work, however there is an 
electronic piano available. If you require music, the parish organist must be 
considered in the first instance.. An additional fee of £70.00 will be  required. 
There is no parish choir, however sometimes a small chamber group can add 
to the service. Please speak to the rector who may be able to help you on this 
area.
